5. Legend of Durham Cathedral and Cuthbert’s 
final resting place.  Write own legend.  

 
6. Explore the life of Bede . 

Write a postcard from the young Bede to his 
parents, try to include how he is feeling, being 

treated/cared for, by whom, how he is spending 
his time and what new skills he is learning.
